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ABSTRACT

The sexual revolution happened in the 1960’s in the West and since then its
influence has spread all over the world. The Chinese communities have also felt
the impact, and a mild type of sexual revolution is in fact occurring in Hong
Kong, Taiwan and the mainland China, as evidenced by the liberalization of
people’s attitudes to sex and the rise of divorce rate and so on. In the twenty-first
century, the contest over sexual values is likely to continue. Should the Chinese
societies follow the way the West has traveled? Before giving an answer to this
question, it is worthwhile to review and evaluate the sexual revolution in the
West, and to see what lessons we can learn from this historical experience. This
is what this paper intends to do.

I will first briefly review the course and the causes of the sexual revolution,
among which are the liberation of women, the invention of contraceptive
methods, the development of sexology and urbanization. Then | will summarize
some of the dissatisfactions felt by Westerners over the sexual revolution, many
of whom were previously supporters of the sexual revolution. These reflections
show that the sexual revolution is by no means an unmixed blessing. There are
great financial, emotional, and social costs.

| then go on to evaluate critically the ideology of the sexual revolution. I
introduce J. W. Smith’s critique of the pure sex thesis, which asserts that sex is
purely a biological phenomenon and is essential to a normal life. Smith shows
how the sexologists often import value judgments into their allegedly objective
discourse and adduces anthropological data against the idea that sexual
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abstinence will necessarily cause abnormality. A psychiatrist, Thomas Szasz,
provides further critique of sexology along Smith’s line. Szasz also demonstrates
that the type of sex education which is fashionable in the West is also based on
an ideology. | then discuss the casual sex ideology, and find this ideology in
conflict with the claims of the supporters of the sexual revolution and our
experience. With reference to the discussions of George Leonard, the root
problem of the sexual revolution is diagnosed to be the depersonalization of
love.

Lastly, | evaluate the sexual revolution from a religious perspective. The
positive response of D. R. Mace is found to be too optimistic. Smith’s Kantian
critique is more consonant with the Christian viewpoint, and Stephen Post points
out that the spiritual root of the problems of the sexual revolution is the
inversion of the proper order of love. | conclude that while there are certainly
some things which we can learn from the sexual revolution, it should be
carefully and critically sifted. We should also look for resources within our
traditional cultures and religions in the East and the West in order to balance the
excesses of the sexual revolution.
